Report on footpath from The Beach Hotel to TS Palatine

Since the resurfacing works to this footpath have been completed all the original potholes have come back thus creating the same problem as before. 

The cause of this problem is that the backfilling of the original holes was undertaken by using 9-12mm clean limestone chippings and topping off with 1-3mm limestone dust then rolling it. Just as soon as driven transport go over these filled in holes the loose unbinded stone will, as previously, create the original problem.

The remedial works suggested would be to clean out all the original chippings from the potholes, backfill with limestone crusher run to dust ( dust to 5mm) then roll to create a compact surface then put 1-3mm dust limestone over the top and roll firm. This should be the only way to try and eliminate the problem. 

Just for your information, there are 293 potholes along this length. This should be brought to the attention of the original contractor, it should also be said that the original works are below standard and should be rectified at his cost.
